The participants discussed
the goals of the General Chapter
and ways to accomplish them in
every demarcation. They made
several concrete decisions, and
they have established some
plans, which will be reviewed
during the meeting of all the
major superiors next October.

The two Piarist School academic teams placed first
in their respective district tournaments as part of the
2010 Governor’s Cup competition.

The new Middle School entered its first district
tournament on January 23 at South Floyd Middle
School. Three students placed first in their academic
areas: Michael Williams in Math, Subhash Gutti in
Science and Arts and Humanities, and Blair Johnson
in Language Arts. The team, which is coached by first
year teacher M.J. Meade, finished first in Quick Recall.
Meade was himself a former Academic Team stand-
out.

The high school team competition was held Febru-
ary 4 and 5 at The Piarist School. The team placed
first and second in three academic areas: Rahul
Annabathula and Swathi Gutti in Science, Anna-
bathula and Andrew McCormick in Social Studies, and
Harmeet Bhagrath and Emily Bryant in Language Arts.
Gutti also placed first in Arts and Humanities. The
teams placed first in both Future Problem Solving and
Quick Recall and won by almost triple the number of
points earned by the second place team. Gary Rosys
coaches the high school team, which has finished first
for six straight years.

Buechele explained how
nuclear wastes from old nuclear bombs and from nuclear
plants in the USA was mixed with a special glass composi-

tion with a very dark brown color. He said the wastes

actually become part of the thick solid glass. We peered,
through a special hole, into the glass furnace to see the

molten glass mixing with the waste.

The electron microscopes are housed in several
labs on the third floor of the Vitreous Lab half of
Hannam Hall. Fr. Andy demonstrated what an
electron microscope can do. He showed David,
Dan, Steve, and Kyle that with the computer and
two computer screens, which are in sync with the
microscope, a research scientist can exam an
extremely minute piece of glass (a very, very small
chip) and determine exactly what chemicals are in
a given part of the micro chip of glass. The juniors
were involved and interested in Fr. Buechele’s
explanations.
